In recent municipal elections, candidates identified and endorsed
by the MLA were successfully elected.

We mobilize 100 trained volunteers four times a year to measure
and monitor water quality throughout Muskoka.

The MLA supports a variety of community events, including
our annual aquatic regatta, sailing regattas, and winter
curling bonspiel.

Since 1991, over 50,000 seedlings have been distributed via the
MLA Seedling Day to remediate shorelines and wooded areas.

The MLA devotes thousands of hours preparing for and appearing
at meetings and hearings in support of member land use concerns.
